SUCCESSFUL EARLY SETTLER SUCCUMBS TO OLD AGE.

HAD INTERESTING CAREER

Cameé to America a Poor Young Man
and by Industry and Thrift Buiit
Up a Large Industry—Always
Public Spirited and Generous to
Good Causes.

Joseph Hausmann, president of the
Hausmann Brewing conipany. and one
of the oldest brewers of the stdte,
died yvesterday morning at 10 o'clock
at his homs, 307 West Gorham street,

By a life of industry and thrift he had
amassed ., an ample fortune and
buiit up a flourizhing industry. capital-
ized at $200,000 and employing some
80 men in the entire year and at times
nany maore.

Always public-spirited and gencrous
Mr. Hausmann aided many charitable
and municipal improvement .move-
ments. When help was needed, it was
generally remarked that “Joe” Haus.
mann would start It of in goad style.
When the question of lighting the city
by electricity was brought up years
ago and John W. Hudson, George W.
Gilman and Carl J. Hausmann formed
a corporation for that purpase, the
elder Mr, Hausmann gave space in

Mr. Hausmann's life was a varied
one, hoth in the old and in the new
world. He was born In Baden, Ger-
raany, May 26, 1828, his parents being
Jacob and Anna Hansmann. He
worked hard both as a young man and
as s boy. He served in the German
army fourteen months in the revolu-
tion of 1349-i9—or the Bhden and
Prugsian war—and received a saber
wound on one cheek, the mark of
whichh he carried through life. He
came to America in March, 1852, and
went direet from New York to Free-
port. Iil., where he lived for a bime
with a sister,

He obtajned work on a railroad
which was being constructed, He
was set to work digging Lut in a fow
days his hands became go gore that
the section bosg set him at driving an
ox team. This was a new thing for a
German just out of the war, and he
found & new job in the Yellow Creek
brewery, at Freeport, where he went
by foot and remalned a short time,
when he went by team and by foot to
Milwaukee in 2833, and found a good
place in the Krug (now Schiitz) Brew-
ery.

In 1854 Mr. Hausmann left Milwau-
kee for Portage City, where he soon
became foreman of the Haertel Brew.
ery. In that city he marvied Nisa
Sarah Blass of New York city and
soon after the marriage he took ad-
vantage of pecuniary aid from M.
Haertel. went to New Lishon and
built a small brewery. Mr. Hausmann
himself dug the cellar and Mrs, Haus-
mann worked hiard in carrying out the
dirt.

After the Luilding was up and the
brewing began Mrs. Hausmann tured
the crank of the little mait mall while
her hushand looked after the feeding.

The water for brewing purposes was
carried on Mr. Hausmann’s hack from:
4 creek some dlstance off. . There Was
hard work in New Lisbon. 'In. 1359 he:
sold his property there and went to
Iowa. bought land, quarried some
stone aud was -about to have a busi-
ness place crecied when he was
adviged Lo go to Madison and take
charge of the Sprecher brewery prop-
erty. now owned by the Fauerbhach
Brewing company. Mr. Hausmann-
disposed of his Jowa property and
started for this city. Mr. Sprecher
had died. :

AMr. Hausmann looked about and
found the late Mathias Breckhelmer,
foreman of the Rodermund brewery.
at the oullet of L.ake Mendota. and
enterad inta partnership with Rim,
Tn a day or two the Sprecher brewery
was rented from the widow. Busi-
ness went on ricely and hoth pros-
pered. In 186% the partnevship was
disgalved by muinal cornsent and Alr.
Hausmann purchased the brewery es.
fablished some years prior to that
tima by Edward Voight. This busi-
ness was conducted by him many
vears. The name was finally changed
to the Hansmaun DBrewery company,
{father and sons, William P.. Car} J.
and Otto §.). But the Voight brewery
was a amall affair in comparison with
the presont establishment which ﬁlls
almost an entire block.

Mr. Hausmann was married twice.
From the first union six children were
born, four sons and two.daunchfers.
Albertina, wife of Col. Adelph Wagner.
William, Carl J.. and Otto B., are now
Hving. Mr. Hansmann married Xiss
Paunlina Roesch in 1882 and to fhem
were horn thre sons, Adolph. Augnst
and Frank.
